Sec. 1001 - Rules of Order Governing All Meetings.
25. The dispensation and/or consumption of alcoholic beverages or use of smoking/vaping products in 
VFW  
meeting rooms during VFW meetings are prohibited.

Post Commanders: If you, your Quartermaster, or Adjutant do not have an email address please  
designate a member of your Post, with an email address, to disseminate information from District and 
Headquarters. Also, please ensure the Post roster is always up to date and accurate. 

Article I, Sec. 103 - Election.
Applications. After the applicant has filled out the application card, it should be provided to the Post 
Adjutant or Quartermaster, together with the dues (and admission fee, if applicable).A receipt shall be 
given to the applicant.

An applicant may be recommended after eligibility has been fully determined by the Post Reviewing 
Committee. With respect to a Department Member-at-Large, the National Organization and/or the  
Department Headquarters will be responsible for eligibility determination.

The original application of every member will be retained on file with the Adjutant. Balloting on  
Applications. Before voting on the application during a Post meeting, the Commander shall allow the 
members present an opportunity to state their objections, if any, to the admission of the applicant.  
Unless one member present shall request a written ballot, a vote shall be taken and a majority of the 
votes cast shall decide acceptance or rejection of the application.

WEARING OF HATS: Attention of Commanders, at all levels, are directed to action of the National 
Council of Administration prohibiting the wearing of VFW sport caps and/or western style caps at VFW 
meetings in place of the regulation cap of the VFW official uniform as set forth in the National Bylaws 
and Manual of Procedure Article VIII, Section 803; Cap. A cap of the overseas type, lettered with 
VFW initials, Post numerals, state, rank of office (when applicable), and bearing the Cross of Malta  
emblem, shall be the regulation cap to be worn with or without the uniform. The color shall be green, 
shade 51. Lettering on each cap shall be in gold.

Organizational echelons will be designated by the color of the braid (piping) and letters on the caps as 
follows:

Post officers, members and Past Post Commanders -- gold braid; County Council officers and Past Coun-
ty Council Commanders -- bright blue braid; District officers, except District Commanders and Past Dis-
trict Commanders -- bright green braid; Department officers and Past Department officers, Conference 
officers and Past Conference officers, and District Commanders and Past District Commanders -- bright 
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red braid; National officers and Past Commanders-in-Chief -- silver braid.

The National Council of Administration may designate other colors or color combinations of the cap, 
braid and lettering to be worn on the caps of All-American and All- State honorees, life members and 
aides-de-camp. Past Commanders-in-Chief and National officers with a Council vote, other than Na-
tional District Council Members, may wear white caps with gold lettering and braid.

Regulation caps shall be worn by elected and appointed officers at all official meetings. Uniforms. Sub-
ject to the approval of the sponsoring units, color guards, drill teams and similar units may adopt op-
tional uniforms and campaign hats, berets, helmets or other headgear for wear at parades, assemblies 
and similar events and at official functions in the performance of duties. Headgear shall be uniform for 
all members of the unit. If organizational emblems are worn on VFW Color Guard Headgear, one of them 
must be the Cross of Malta.

General Rule 13, (a) All members who are able will stand during the offering of the prayers; (b) members 
will follow the action of the Chaplain or presiding officer relative to removal of caps during prayers; if 
uncovering, the hat shall be placed on the extended closed fingers of the right hand in such a way that 
the Cross of Malta is exposed and held over the heart; (c) official caps will not be worn during luncheons, 
banquets or other meals; (d) Official caps will be the only head covering allowed to be worn at regular 
meetings of the Veterans of Foreign Wars of the United States.

If the Chairman is 
elected, then an elected officer cannot hold that position.

    Hopefully, all posts have sent requests for your  
Americanism, Patriot Pen, and Voice of Democracy to 
your schools (public, private and home), and other  
locations like local papers or social media. The due date 
for the program entries is 31 October to the post. Please 
check your due dates for district and state so you don’t 
miss out on participating in the programs.

Legislative Report September 2023

These are the key Topics from this month.  Please read 
through these and let me know your thoughts on how 
we can continue to show Louisiana, that our Elected 
Officials are committed to our Veterans.  

September 4th: 

Progress Against Claim Sharks:  New Jersey  
Governor Phil Murphy signed state legislation which 
makes it a violation of the Consumer Fraud Act for 
unaccredited individuals to receive unlawful  
compensation for advising or assisting with veterans’ 
benefits. VFW Post 1333 in Neptune City hosted the 
law’s signing. “Our veterans put their lives on the line 
in service to our country and have more than earned 
the benefits for which they and their loved ones are 
eligible,” said Murphy. “We must protect veterans 
and their families from unscrupulous individuals who 
would take advantage of them by overcharging for  
assistance with those benefits. This legislation will 
help ensure these bad actors either follow all  
applicable federal standards or face the  
consequences.” Read more.

Don’t Wait to Apply for PACT Act Benefits: VFW 
Communications and Public Affairs Director Rob  
Couture, and VFW National Veterans Service Director 
Mike Figlioli participated in a Facebook Live event to 
discuss PACT Act benefits and eligibility. One clear 
message from the discussion was don’t wait to apply 
for benefits or appeal denials from previous claim 
applications. Military service in areas covered by law 
from 1955 to the present that resulted in a diagnosis 
of a presumptive condition may result in  
compensation by VA. Survivors are also encouraged 
to apply as deceased veterans may have benefits that 
extend to eligible family members.

Access Vet Center Mental Health Counseling: Vet 
Centers offer free and confidential mental health and 
readjustment counseling in communities across the 
United States and its territories. While widely known 
as a resource for veterans, they also assist eligible  
service members and families. Available  services in-
clude individual and group therapy, family and  
bereavement counseling, and referral assistance.

VFW Remembers 9/11: Today marks the 22nd  
anniversary of the terrorist attacks that changed 
America forever. The memories of that day are still 
vivid and raw in our nation’s heart, but the heroism 
that emerged from the rubble of the World Trade 
Center, the Pentagon, and in the air above a rural 
Pennsylvania field should inspire Americans for 
generations to come. As we remember 9/11 and the 
nearly 3,000 innocent lives lost that terrible day, the 
VFW hopes all Americans pause to reflect on those 
we lost and those who continue to sacrifice in the 
defense of freedom.

VFW Salutes Medal of Honor Recipient: Army 
pilot Capt. Larry Taylor was awarded the Medal of 
Honor by President Joe Biden in recognition of his 
heroic actions to save his fellow brothers-in-arms 
during the Vietnam War. With little regard for his 
own safety, Taylor flew into enemy fire to rescue four 
reconnaissance team members from almost certain 
death. VFW Washington Office Executive Director 
Ryan Gallucci attended the White House ceremony 
to honor Taylor. 
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Op-Ed Says Don’t Ground Veteran Pilots: A Wash-
ington Post op-ed penned by VFW Washington Office 
Executive Director Ryan Gallucci explains that using 
VA benefits or seeking physical or mental health care 
should not be an automatic disqualifier for pilots. 
This is especially true considering the industry is 
woefully understaffed and looking to the veterans’  
community to help solve the problem. Gallucci wrote 
that the VFW “respects the difficult jobs our pilots do 
every single day and believes that the FAA has a duty 
to ensure the safety of millions of Americans who 
travel every year. If people are outright lying, they 
deserve scrutiny but this is a bold accusation that 
does not align with how the VFW reads this [FAA] 
report.”

We are concerned with the number of 
schools that are opting out of VA education benefits, 
and will continue to monitor the situation.

These 
schemes include either unaccredited agents or  
unscrupulous health care providers charging  
unjustifiable fees with promises to exaggerate a  
veteran’s medical condition to secure a higher rating 
than the evidence warrants. Know the signs and take 
action.
